An Invitation to Vendors and Exhibitors

Time:			11:00 a.m. – 5:30 p.m.

Atmosphere:	This is a family-oriented show for spectators of all ages.  No alcoholic beverages, illegal drugs, or drug paraphernalia allowed.

Sales: 	Vendors will be responsible for collecting and remitting the required NC Sales Tax.

Registration:	There will be a $60 non-refundable fee if you are unable to attend. In such cases, the fee will be treated as a donation to the cause.

Deadline:	Monday, March 2, 2026, late registration fee $10

Booth Spaces: Each booth is 10x12 in size. Additional spaces may be purchased if needed. Vendors are responsible for providing tables, canopies/weights, chairs, trash cans, electricity, and other necessary items. Vendors agree to keep all their goods, services, and activities within the assigned space. Any items outside of the assigned space are subject to removal.   
The Committee will decide the final placement of vendors based on the date of a completed application and other factors. Consideration will be given to returning vendors who have a history of compliance with our festival.

•    Acceptance requires vendors to remain open during festival hours. Booths cannot close early. Leaving before closing time without prior approval will result in disqualification from future events.

· All exhibits and equipment must be dismantled and the area cleaned immediately after the event.
•    Any items deemed inappropriate must be removed if requested by the Festival.
